
1. Create one named 

boundary that 

encompasses entire 

extents of the profile.

2. Create named 

boundaries for what will 

appear on each sheet

3. Create a drawing model from the 

named boundary in step 1. This will be 

your annotation model and can be used 

to share with other disciplines

4. Create saved views in the annotation 

model for each sheet boundary. The 

named boundaries created in step 2 will 

assist in this process

5. Change the feature definition of the 

profile to an alignment with the 

_StripGrade Suffix. Cut the plan sheets 

from the named boundaries created in 

step 2.

6. Attach the saved views from step 4 to each plan 

sheet. Turn off the initial reference file so that all 

profile annotation comes from the annotation model. 

Do not detach the initial attachments. This can cause 

issues with strip grade annotation
